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Presidentôs Message 

Fellow IMA Members: 

 

September marked our first dinner meeting for the fiscal year.  Dr. Ray Arensman brought us an interest-
ing talk relating to the economic climate and his concerns for the future.  If you could not join us last 
month, I hope you will mark your calendar for Thursday, October 15th where we will celebrate our past 
chapter presidents and hear a presentation by Herman Kohlman on the hot topic of healthcare.   

If you were at the September dinner, you already know the Evansville chapter now has a permanent 
meeting location.  The day after it was announced that a portion of the Executive Inn would be demol-

ished to make way for a new stadium, the search for a new meeting location began. The criteria used to determine the 
new location were as follows:  a) the location should be easy to access from downtown Evansville, b) the location 
should be a place that appeals to the membership and encourages members to bring guests, and c) the price of the 
meal should be reasonable.  In July it was decided to meet at Kirbyôs Private Dining on an interim basis while various 
options were explored. Many locations were considered and each had their advantages and disadvantages.  The 
Board even considered separate meeting locations for the lunches and dinners.   

After an extensive search and consideration of the comments received from the membership, the Board voted to make 
Kirbyôs Private Dining our new meeting location.  In order to do so, effective October 1, 2009 the price of the meals for 
members will increase $3 and the price for non-members will increase $5.  In addition, members who are Emeritus Life 
Associates (ELAs) will be offered the lower student rate in recognition of their service to the organization.  There will 
continue to be no charge for the CPE credit hours awarded at each meeting. While an increase in meal prices is not a 
welcomed change, we hope all will agree that the professional education and networking opportunities provided to our 
membership still make IMA one of the most economic professional organizations in the area.  On behalf of the Board, I 
want to thank each of you who provided suggestions and comments relating to the meeting location. 

Well, the temperature and the leaves are falling, the days are getting shorter, and IMA is back in full swing.  Many 
events are scheduled for the 4th quarter of 2009.  Among those are a CPE day, a presentation to students, and a plant 
tour.  I hope each of you will find time to attend one of the lunch or dinner technical meetings this fall.  I think that you 
will find the topics to be presented are timely and of interest to much of our membership.
